On behalf of the St. Joseph The Worker Parish Facilities Committee, I would like to briefly communicate to each of you 

in regards to a follow-up to the End of Year Appeal from Father Ted, which you probably have received in the mail over 

the last week. 

 

It is hard to believe that about one year ago, we celebrated the blessing and dedication of our remodeled and expanded 

church.  We will never forget this special time for our parish and the outpouring of support to complete the project in 

time for the dedication.  Over the past twelve months, we have grown in our faith through worshipping in our new space 

and have experienced enthusiastic community events in our social hall and kitchen.
